Decades Scrapbook
Performance Assessment

Your job over the next couple of weeks is to create a scrapbook depicting the major events of the last 60 years.  You will make a large scrap book with 12 11”x17” pages; two pages of the scrap book will be dedicated to each decade from 1950 to 2010.  In the center of each set of pages you must write a 10 to 15 line poem or rap that summarizes the high points of that decade.  The poem or rap must have a repetitive rhyming theme that encapsulates the “big deal” of that decade.  (think about how Dr. Suez repeats “but I do not like green eggs and ham” regularly in his book, this is a repetitive rhyming theme).  The repetitive rhyming theme should be repeated several times in the poem.  In the space surrounding your poem you will demonstrate your understanding of the period with the following: two original drawing with a 3 sentence explanation for each, one collage of images with a 3 sentence explanation, one hand drawn map depicting an event from the period with a key, an original newspaper article written by you that is at least 150 words long, and a handmade artifact reflecting the period (examples: pamphlet, advertisement, movie ticket…).  You can choose which events from the decade to include in your scrap book as long as you do not leave out Gandhi, The United Nations, Creation of Israel, Apartheid, The Cold War, and Mao Zedong.  And you include events from these categories: terrorism, genocide, sports, women’s rights, epidemic disease, natural disasters, technology, music, and fashions/fads.  Below is a checklist that will help you keep track of theses requirements.  
You must complete this project in class; Mr. Hoge will provide books, articles, & the computers to aid your research.  He will also be presenting lessons intermittently which will provide information on many of the topics.  You are encouraged to bring your textbook to class each day to use as a resource.  The only portion of this project that may be completed outside of class is the printing of images for the collage.
