Rise of the Greek Polis  --  CLASS SET
Today: take the large piece of paper you have been given and divide it into 6 equal size boxes, in these boxes create a cartoon depicting the rise of the Greek Polis, each box should depict the events listed below.  Cartoons may include dialog, must be neat and understandable.  See reading for more detail.
1. Rule of Kings: Most land owned by a few noble families, landless peasants, debt-slaves worked the land of nobles, some free peasants worked their own small farms

2. Hoplite Army: Non-professional citizen soldiers: farmers who in their spare time fought. Fought shoulder to shoulder in a phalanx with weapon’s they purchased themselves, promoted equality among soldiers
3. Colonization: Greek city-states established new city-states around the Mediterranean, this relived overpopulation, spread Greek culture, created commercial networks and sources of new wealth

4. Rise of Tyrants: Economic growth resulting from colonization lead to a growing middle class who could afford to purchase weapons.  Tyrants, formed armies of this new middle class and seized power in the city-state after city-state.  The new middle class demanded rights in exchange for their service as Hoplites

5. As the power of the Hoplites grew the Tyrants where rejected and Democracies in which all male who participated in the army could take part in government or Oligarchies where the wealthiest males controlled the government developed.
6. Triremes: In several Greek city-states the Navy became very important.  Naval ships where powered by rowers.  As the importance of Naval power grew the poor men who served as rowers aboard these ships demanded the same political rights as the hoplites.  In these city-states the democracy expanded to include all male citizens

The seal must contain ten symbolic elements.  Below are some examples of Seals, note that everything in a seal has meaning – your seals should summarize the most import aspects of Athenian and Spartan society.
