World War II ABC Book

You will create a book explaining key events, people, places, & elements of World War II.  These items will be organized alphabetically and include a picture and three to four sentence description of each item.  The items will also be presented chronologically as follows:

A-C: Phase One of the War: Desperation and Frustration, the Great Depression and Treaty of Versailles (1920s-1936)
D-F: Phase Two: Appeasement, Hitler takes over his neighbors (1936-1939)
G-I: Phase Three: The Phony War, War Declared but no fighting (1939-1940)
J-M: Phase Four: The Blitz, Germany and Japan seem unstoppable (1940-1943)
N-P: Phase Five: Counter Attack, US Enters the war and Soviets start to gain ground (1941-1944)
Q-S: Phase Six: Defeat of Axis Powers in Europe (1944-1945)
T-V: Phase Seven: Defeat of Axis Powers in Asia (1942-1945)
W-Z: Phase Eight: Post War Peace (1945+

Each page must include: 
· An item that relates to World War II from the correct time period that starts with the letter on that page.  For example, in the first phase, Desperation and Frustration you might do “Crash” for the stock market crash or Blame because Germany was blamed for WW I
· A picture that depicts the significance of the item
· A 3 to 4 sentence description of the item in relation to World War II
Here is an example:
